(Course Objectives)

iktisat toplumlarin neyi, nasil ve kimin icin Ureteceklerine nasil karar verdiklerini
inceler. Mikroekonomik analiz, hanehalki, firma ve hikimetlerin nasil karar aldiklarinin
ve belirli piyasalarda nasil etkilesimde bulunduklarinin detayl bir incelemesini sunar.
Ekonominin  buttndndeki  degisiklikler milyonlarca bireyin  kararlari  sonucu
gerceklestiginden, ilgili mikroekonomik kararlari g6z 6ninde bulundurmadan
makroekonomik gelismeleri anlamlandirmak imkansizdir. Bu dersin amaci iktisadi
ciddi, canli ve evrimlesen bir bilim olarak sunmaktir. Amag, 6grencileri “iktisadi
disiinme bicimi” ile tanistirmak ve onlara iktisadin nasil isledigini ve nasil daha iyi
islemesinin saglanacagini gérmeleri konusunda yardimci olmaktir.

Economics is the study of how society decides what, how and for whom to produce.
Microeconomic analysis offers a detailed treatment of how the households, firms and
the government make decisions and how they interact in specific markets. Because
changes in the overall economy arise from the decisions of millions of individuals, it is
impossible to understand macroeconomic developments without considering the
associated microeconomics decisions. The aim of this course is to present economics
as a serious, lively, and evolving science. The goal is to open students’ eyes to the
“economic way of thinking” and to help them gain insights into how economy works
and how it might be made to work better.
